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Burkina Faso:

In Burkina Faso, one of the world’s
poorest countries, a changing climate
is compounding the problems of
hunger and malnutrition. The nation
has recently been struck by both
famine and floods. A project
supported by PCI and the Moravian
Church in Ireland, however, is working
to alleviate this situation. By making
farming in Seno and Oudalan
provinces more varied and resilient,
ODE aims to improve the food security
and nutritional levels of vulnerable
communities in seven villages.
Community members are taught
sustainable agricultural techniques to
increase food production. Market
gardens have been created to provide
fresh vegetables, and wells dug to
provide a continuous water supply.
Farmers’ groups have also been
provided with poultry and sheep,
much needed sources of additional
income. The entire project has also
been underpinned by a micro-credit
initiative, ensuring both financial
sustainability and long-term benefits
for these communities.

Bangladesh:

Water is everywhere in Bangladesh but
it is often not safe to drink. Rising sea
levels are contributing to the increased
salination of drinking water in the
south of the country, while in the north,
ground water is often contaminated
with naturally occurring arsenic.
BCAS' safe water project has secured
safe drinking water supplies for 2,500
households over three years. With
financial assistance from NSPCI, deep
tube wells have been sunk in villages
in northern Bangladesh, ensuring a
reliable supply of arsenic-free water.
Community water councils have also
been set up to monitor and coordinate
these village water supplies. Further
donations from NSPCI has enabled this
partner to implement climate change
mitigation programmes.

Colombia:

Colombia as a nation has suffered the
effects of violence and terrorism over
the last number of decades.
Community-based social organisations
in Colombia are working to heal the
divisions caused by this conflict, and
Christian Aid is assisting a coalition of
eleven such groups in Bogota.
Financial support from MCI has
enabled PFOSB to provide resources
and training to these organisations,
helpingthem to become better
representatives of and advocates for
their communities. Project activities
have included an Arts and Peace Youth
Festival, a forum for women involved
in politics, and workshops for agencies
working with children and young
people and those living with HIV.

Malawi:

Chikwawa District in southern Malawi
is one of the country’s most flood-
prone regions. With support from
CIBA, our partner EAM has been
working with local communities to
reduce the risks associated with
flooding.

Local schools and media outlets have
had training on how best to respond
to emergencies, such as the setting up
of early warning systems. Dykes and
embankments have also been
constructed along some parts of the
Shire River. Raised, flood-proof
housing will also be constructed for
vulnerable community members,
particularly the elderly, the disabled
and those living with HIV.

Haiti:

As Haiti continues to recover and
rebuild after the devastating
earthquake of January 2010, one
long-term Christian Aid project is
continuing to have a major impact on
rural communities in the south of the
country. The Let Agogo project
involves more than 240 dairy farmers,
who sell their milk to a number of
small dairies. This secure income
helps to guarantee their livelihoods,
providing the finances to pay for their
children’s school fees, among other
things. With Quaker support, Let
Agogo has been able to secure a
contract to provide 80 schools with
milk three times a week, and plans
are afoot to build another dairy unit
in the near future.

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The ‘Arab Spring’ has dominated the news in recent
months, but behind the headlines life has been tough
for many families in North Africa — as Niall O'Rourke

discovered in Egypt.

The political instability that has been evident
in North Africa in recent months has made
headlines all over the world as commentators
refer to the 'Arab Spring’ and the emergence
of a dynamic civil society across the region.
In Egypt and other countries bordering Libya,
however, behind the headlines there have
also been undesired consequences for many
people.

Prior to the uprising against Col. Gadaffi,
about one and a half million Egyptians were
living and working in Libya. Remittances from
Libya to Egypt were worth about $254 million
in 2010, according to the UNHCR. Overnight
this flow of money ceased and the
implications of this loss of income are being
felt by families in communities all over the
country.

| travelled to Egypt in March of this year to
see how Christian Aid’s local partners were
coping. During my visit it was clear that in
many villages families are struggling to meet
their basic needs. Thousands of workers
have returned from Libya to their home
villages in Egypt placing further strain on
family resources. In addition many thousands
of people have also lost their jobs in the
construction and tourism industries as a result
of the political instability. In each of the
villages | visited people recounted how their
lives have dramatically changed in a short
space of time.

‘The contractor refused to pay me before |
left Libya. | arrived in Egypt penniless.’ Life
has become very difficult now that he is back
in Egypt and like thousands of other
returnees, Emad is struggling to feed and
clothe his family.

His wife Magada explains ‘We have to borrow
money from friends and family just to put
food on the table’.

Emad is willing and able to work but his
immediate employment prospects do not
look good.

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WORLD BANK CAMPAIGN
SCORES SUCCESS

We've had some great
success in our campaign to
stop the World Bank investing
in fossil fuels since the last
issue of the Christian Aid
Ireland magazine.

Christian Aid supporters across Ireland have
sent messages to the Minister for Finance
Michael Noonan TD in Dublin and to the
International Development Secretary Andrew
Mitchell MP in London. Mr Mitchell is also
the UK'’s representative on the board of the
World Bank. In total more than 26,000
messages have been sent. This has raised a
lot of attention in official circles, and our
message is getting through.

Thanks to your campaigning, the World Bank
indicated in April that it plans to stop
investment in coal-fired power stations in
medium-income countries such as Brazil,

South Africa and the Philippines. This means
that in the future a coal-fired power plant
such as the one built by Eskom in South
Africa would not get funding from the World
Bank.

While this is a step in the right direction, the
campaign doesn’t end here. \We want the
World Bank to confirm this ban on coal and
extend it to all developing countries. There
are also no plans to limit funding for gas and
oil, meaning that fossil-fuel investment could
continue to rise, worsening climate change
and driving the poor even deeper into
poverty. We're calling on the Bank to end
fossil-fuel investment and instead provide the
clean, reliable and affordable energy so
urgently needed by the world's poor.

UNLOCKING TAX
SECRECY

After posing for photos the group met with the First Secretary
inside the Embassy and handed over a letter calling for
decisive action from French President, Nicolas Sarkozy, to end
tax haven secrecy.

France is chair of the 2011 G20 Summit, which takes place in
Cannes, France, this November and we are urging President
Sarkozy to use his chairmanship of the G20 summit as an
opportunity to put international tax dodging and financial
secrecy on the agenda.

Sorley McCaughey, Christian Aid's Policy and Advocacy officer
said, 'We estimate that tax dodging by some unscrupulous
multinationals may deny poor nations as much as $160 billion
each year, far more than they receive in aid. This is money that
could be spent on healthcare, education and other vital public
services.’

David Thomas, Christian Aid's Campaigns Coordinator, added
that, ‘As chair of this year's G20 President Sarkozy is in a
position to set the agenda and so holds the key to unlocking
the financial secrecy which surrounds tax havens and which
allows tax dodging to take place.’

H20 4 Ethiopia which took place during the three days leading
up to last Christmas, was a sponsored walk around the inside of
the Mossley Parish Centre, Co Antrim - 22,000 laps equalling
638 miles - to raise money to install water pipes in
Shashemene, a village in Ethiopia. This will help solve the
problem of young girls spending most of each day carrying
water considerable distances.

Despite the icy conditions at the time in December, more than
150 parishioners turned out to support this worthy cause.
